Creativity plays an important role in the learning process and students are encouraged to
compose from the very outset. Also technology provides a whole range of learning support to
help the student practice at home.

When do lessons take place?
Wednesdays and Thursdays throughout the school day. Lesson times are rotated to
minimise the impact on your child’s regular timetable. You will receive an email
reminder three days beforehand.

Ideally, yes, but many students start off by learning the basics on a keyboard. I do have
a few available for loan.
